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A RESOLUTION AMENDING ARTICLE V, SECTION B. ITEM 4.b, OF THE WICHITA-SEDGWICK COUNTY UNIFIED ZONING CODE, AND REPEALING THE ORIGINAL SECTIONS THEREOF THE WICHITA-SEDGWICK COUNTY UNIFIED ZONING CODE (JULY 9, 2009, EDITION), AS ADOPTED BY REFERENCE IN RESOLUTION NO. 137-09.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF
SEDGWICK COUNTY, KANSAS


SECTION I.  That upon the recommendation from the Wichita-Sedgwick County Metropolitan Area Planning Commission on March 12, 2026, and after said Planning Commission had given proper notice and held a public hearing as provided by law, and under the authority granted by K.S. A. 12-741 et.seq., the Wichita-Sedgwick County Unified Zoning Code, as adopted by reference in Resolution No. 137-09, is hereby amended as follows:

Case No. DER2025-00015

SECTION II.  Article V, Section B Item.4.b of the Wichita-Sedgwick County Unified Zoning Code is hereby amended to read as follows:
b. Written notice. Notice required pursuant to this section shall be mailed to all owners of record of real property within the area to be altered and to all owners of record of real property located in the area to be notified surrounding the area proposed to be altered, before the public hearing, and shall indicate the time and place of the public hearing and a general description of the application. The required area of notification shall be such property located within at least 200 feet of the area proposed to be altered in the City and at least 1,000 feet of the area proposed to be altered in the County. For property located adjacent to or outside the city limits that is proposed to be altered by the City, the area of notification of the City's action shall be at least 1,000 feet. Notice of the County's action shall extend 200 feet in those areas where the notification area extends within the corporate limits of a city. In addition, it is the intent of this Code to give advisory notification to such additional persons as shall be indicated on the application forms, provided that such advisory notification area shall not be used in the calculation for protest in Secs. V-C.10 or V-D.10. For zoning cases initiated in the City and applicable only to properties located within the City, such advisory notification shall also include a notice mailed to any property where the address of the owner of record is not the same as the address of the property required to receive notice as specified in this Section. Advisory notification is not required for properties in any unincorporated County or other cities. The written notice required herein shall be placed in the mail with the postmark to be not less than 20 days prior to the date of the public hearing.

SECTION III. The originals of Article V, Section B.4.b of the Wichita-Sedgwick County Unified Zoning Code are hereby repealed.

SECTION IV.  The above changes to the Wichita-Sedgwick County Unified Zoning Code are hereby incorporated as a part of the Wichita-Sedgwick County Unified Zoning Code as amended.

SECTION V.  This Resolution shall take effect and be in force from and after June 2, 2026 and following its adoption and publication in the official County paper.
